General Information  

· Application due March 1. Contract plus 
50% non-refundable down payment is 
due May 1 for all sessions. Final pay-
ment in full is due June 3. 

· Parents are responsible for payments 
based upon the sessions reserved.  Pay-
ments are due regardless of attendance.  
There will be no exceptions or refunds for 
summer camp fees paid unless a session 
is cancelled due to lack of enrollment. 

· Field trips are an additional fee. Music and 
guest speakers are included in the fees. 

· Children must be fully toilet trained. 

· New students will be required to complete 
an intake assessment before enrollment 
can be granted. 

· Parents sign up to provide snacks; full day 
students are required to bring a lunch. No 
peanut or nut based products al-
lowed/served . 

· Each session is limited to 30 students. 
Once camp sessions are full a waiting list 
will be established. First come, first served 
basis.
